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SURVEILLANCE DE LA V ARIOLE 1 - SMALLPOX SURVEILLANCE 1 

Au 28 mai, 22 040 cas de variole avaient ete notifies il. l'OMS 
comrne enregistres en 1968, contre 48 429 pour des periodes com­
parables de 1967. Etant donne, toutefois, certains retards de trans­
mission de rapports, le total provisoire jusqu'il. Ia date indiquee 
pourrait se trouver notablement augmente. 

Dans les pays d'Afrique occidentale et centrale, ou le systeme 
de declaration a pourtant ete ameliore, !'incidence de Ia variole a 
diminue de plus de 40% en 1968. Des programmes d'eradication 
ontetemis en route en 1967 dans Ia plupart deces pays. Onn'observe 
d'accroissements marques de !'incidence qu'au Togo et au Sierra 
Leone, ce demier pays venant tout juste d'entreprendre un pro­
gramme. 

En Afrique orientale et meridionale, !'incidence globale de Ia 
maladie n'a guere change. Des programmes d'eradication com­
mencent cette annee dans Ia plupart des pays de cette zone. Au 
Soudan, ou 7 cas seulement, tous importes, avaient ete enregistres 
en 1967, des epidemies ont eclate recemment dans les Provinces 
du Haut Nil et de Kassala. Des campagnes d'urgence de vaccina­
tion de masse ont ete entreprises. 

En Asie, l'Inde et le Pakistan occidental ont signale beaucoup 
moins de cas que l'annee precedente, alors que des augmentations 
importantes ont ete notees en Indonesie et au Pakistan oriental. 
ll convient d'interpreter avec prudence des differences d'incidence, 
les programmes d'eradication etant nettement plus avances en 
lndonesie et au Pakistan oriental. Comme on l'a frequemment 
constate, le developpement d'un programme s'accompagne sou­
vent d'une amelioration de Ia declaration. 

Dans les Ameriques, seul le Bresil a jusqu'ici notifie des cas de 
variole, mais leur nombre atteint presque le double de celui de 1967. 

1 Information du Service d'Eradication de Ia Variole. 

Through 28 May, a total of 22 040 cases of smallpox were reported 
to WHO as having occurred during 1968. This is contrasted to a 
total of 48 429 cases reported during comparable periods in 1967. 
However, delayed reports may be expected to increase substantially 
the provisional total thus far noted during 1968. 

In the countries of Western and Central Africa, the incidence of 
smallpox in 1968, despite improved reporting, has declined by 
over 40%. Eradication programmes began in most of these 
countries during 1967. Significant increases in incidence are 
observed only in Togo and Sierra Leone, the latter country only 
recently having begun i~s programme. 

In the countries of Eastern and Southern Africa, there is little 
change in the overall disease incidence. Eradication programmes 
in most of these countries are beginning this year. Sudan, 
which recorded only 7 cases during 1967, all of which resulted 
from importations, has recently experienced outbreaks in Upper 
Nile and Kassala Provinces. Emergency mass vaccination pro­
granmles have been initiated. 

In Asia, both India and West Pakistan have recorded far fewer 
cases than last year while Indonesia and East Pakistan have recorded 
substantial increases. These contrasts in recorded smallpox 
incidence must be interpreted cautiously in view of the fact that 
eradication programmes in Indonesia and East Pakistan are signi­
ficantly more advanced tllan in the other two areas. As frequently 
noted, the development of programmes is often accompanied by 
improved reporting. 

In the Americas, only Brazil has thus far recorded cases of small­
pox. The reported number of cases in Brazil, however, is almost 
double the number recorded during 1967.
