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SMALLPOX SURVEILLANCE - SUltVEILLANCE DE LA V ARIOLE 

The total of smallpox cases dunng 1970, as reported to the Or~­
zatlon through 3 February 1971 ts 29 829 (Table 1) Except for 
India and West Palostan, present totals arc essentially complete 
Delayed reports from thc&O two countnes arc expected to mcroasc 
the world total for 1970 to about 30 000 cases, a decrease of 44% 
from the 54 028 cases reported dunng 1969. 

Smallpox Incidence tn Southern Indw. 

Smce 1967, smallpox mcJdence m India has declmed steadlly at a 
rate of more than 40% per year While 84 902 cases were recorded 
m 1967, a final total of less than 11 000 cases ts expected to be 
recorded m 1970. The decrease m mctdence has been particularly 
notable m the bloc of southern states compnscd of Andhrapradcsh, 
Kerala, Maharashtra, My sore and Tamil Nadu ( F1g 1) In these

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Smallpox mcuience has fallen rap1dly m Andhrapradesh. Only 
two years ago, m 1968, a rate of 18.3 cases per 100 000 population 
was recorded while, m 1970, the rate was less than 1 per 100 000 
An analysiS of the events contnbutmg to thiS development was 
presented m December at the WHO Inter-regiOnal Semmar on 
Surveillance and Assessment m Smallpox EradtcatJon, by Dr M C 
Apparao, AssiStant Drrector, Medical and Health Services, Hydera­
bad, ~dhrapradesh 

The Smallpox Eradication Programml! m Andhrapradesh State 

The eradication programme m ~dhrapradesh was 1mtlated m 
late 1962 and, durmg lts first four years, 42 mullan vaccmauons 
were performed ( Flt 2), a number comparable to the populatiOn 
of the State Despite this mtensive effort, 8 679 cases were recorded 
m 1967 and 1 951 cases m 196!! 

A number of factors appear to have contnbuted to this unsatiS­
factory s1tuat10n 

1 Through 1965, hqmd vaccme was m use and take rates were 
never more than 30% 

2. Reportmg, wh1ch was the responsibility of the v1llage headman, 
was geatly delayed Frequently, an outbreak was not reported 
unt:tl at least one death had occurred 

3. Although health staff promptly undertook contamment measures, 
therr efforts were madeqtu.te as responsibility for thiS actlVIty 
was usually delegated to lf!SufficJently tramed JUDIOr p:iramedical 
staff and vaccmators 

4 Whlle, on the whole, vaccmauon was well-accepted and even 
sought for, explos1ve outbreaks occurred m a few villages which 
rCSISted vaccmat10n Persons m fishm~ communttles on the 
coast were particularly resiStant and, m some, as many as 
80% were unprotected

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In 1968 and 1969, t)l.~ pn,')grd.llUllc was sJgmficantly modJtied 
Reports of c.ses were requested from all health stair, mclud!.ng 
baste health workers, malana survetllance workers, awoha.ry 
nudwtvcs and health viSitors. School teachers and vtllage councils 
were also asked to report cases To facilitate reportmg, prmted 
and addressed red cards were distributed wh1ch reqUJCed only 
that the name of the patJ.ent and hiS village be filled m 

Trammg courses of two to four days each were organiZed for 
dJStnct medical and health officers, dJStnct paramedical assiStants, 
medical officers of pnma.ry health centres, health mspectors and 
health VISitors When outbreaks occurred, practical field trammg 
m mvest1gat1on and contamment measures were prov1ded 

Surveillance teams were specifically mstructed to undertake 
contamment actiVIties Within 24 hours after notJticatlon, to search 
and to vacctnate all m the village and m all other v!llages w1thm 
a five-nule radlUS Addlt1onally, mvestJgators were rcqUJCed to 
VISit each mfected village dally for the first week and at least weekly 
thereafter unt!l four weeks had elapsed smce the last case For 
case mvestigauon, mttlal, dally, and final report forms were devel­
oped wh.tch were reqUJCed to be sent promptly both to the primary 
health centre and to the d1str1ct level so that progress m the work 
might be more closely followed 

Vulnerable commurutles were 1dentJtied and w1th health educa­
tion staff, special vaccmatlon pro~es were organiZCd Pnma.ry 
vaccmauon of all new-borns m matermty and ch.tld care mstltutwns 
was be:un, pnonty was gtven to pnma.ry vaccmauon acllvitles and, 
m 1969, the bifurcated needle replaced the rotary lancet Fmally, 
scar survey assessments of a random sample of the population were 
organiZed each month m each dlstnct. 

Durm: 1968 and 1969, the total number of vaccmauons actually 
decreased ( Ftt 2) but the number of pnmary vaccmatwns mcreased 
steadily as a result of the change m pnor1t1es In 1969, 22 176 
neonatal vaccmat1ons were performed m 58 materruty Inslltuhons 

Although the total number of vaccmatwns steadily dechned, 
smallpox mctdence decreased by more than 75% from 7 951 cases 
m 196i to 1 893 cases m 1969 A funher reductwn of 80% m 
mc1dence occurred durmg 1970 ( F1z. 3) Five of 20 districts were 
free of smallpox m 1969 and 13 diStricts were free m 1970 Urban 
areas wh.tch accounted for one-third of the cases m 1968 recorded 
none m 1970 The Ctty of Hyderabad (populatwn 1 5 nu!IIon) 
which throu!hout hiStory had never been free from smallpox, has 
now recorded no cases whatsoever for 21 months
